A Key to Census Returns
Throughout the census the abbreviation Do (ditto), means same as above – it saves a lot of repetition of names, places and occupations.

On some returns the symbol     “     is used to mean the same.
No of Schedule

This is a reference no. and not the house number. 

House numbers are not always given.
Relation to Head of Family

This column tells you how the person is related to the household

It includes, Head, Wife, Son, Daur (daughter), Serv or Servt (servant) and Visitor.
Servants listed are those who live at the house, there may be other servants who work in the house but live at home.

A visitor isn’t normally resident at that address, but was staying there during the census and so gets recorded there.

Condition

This column tells you about the person’s marital status.

It includes Mar (married), Un or Unm (unmarried), W (widowed/widower)
